2.Battery

1-2 Start and Finish

Insert the battery into the product and press POWER button. Its system starts to operate.
The booting time may differ depending on S/W programs and applications installed by users. 

How to start

 To fi nish Windows system, select one from Standby Mode, Finish, Hibernation Mode, and  Start Again.
   - Standby Mode : Maintain the present Windows settings. If necessary, press Power button as a mode to use
     the system instantly. The system will start in seconds. It is useful to turn the device ON/OFF frequently.
   - Finish : If you select it, it will completely fi nish it.
   - Hibernation : It saves the environment for use before fi nishing. If you boot it again, it is the same with the last
     working environment. Press shift key to call Hibernation mode at System End.
   - Start Again : It starts Windows again after fi nishing it. It is used when you install programs or fi nd some problems
      in Windows operation.

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- Battery is provided when you purchase the product. 
- It is Lithium Polymer Battery which has its safety device on over current and temperature attached.

2-1 Removing/mounting battery
- Put battery terminal tightly to the back terminal to push in until it sounds “Snap.”
- Check it if it does completely snap into the body.
- To remove it, follow the opposite order. Push the locking pin upward to lift.
- Battery in use or being charged can be hot. So be careful when you use it.

2-2 Charging battery
- Do not use adapters other than the genuine charging adapter provided with when you purchase.
- If you use a non-genuine adapter, it won’t charge or it can cause fi res. 
- To charge it fully, discharge it completely at the fi rst time before charging.
- Its temperature can increase while you charge it.

2-3 Checking battery level

If you move the cursor to the icon of power control at Windows Task bar, it will show the battery level with percentage (%).
The battery time is measured by Windows system and can be different from the actual remaining time.

2-4 Cautions for use of battery 
  1. Do not leave it under sunshine or in the surroundings with temperature over 60°C like in the car parked in summer.
      It can cause the product or the battery to overheat.
  2. Charge the battery at temperature of 10°C to 30°C. Charging it over this temperature can cause it to overheat. And
      charging it at low temperature can lengthen the charging time. 
  3. For safety of a user, use the designated AC adapter and genuine battery provided with the product. 
      This product is designed to operate only with the genuine battery.
  4. The temperature of the battery goes up when it is in use or being charged. Do not worry about it as It is normal.
  5. Do not leave it close to every heat source (radiator, heater, etc.) as it can cause explosions or fi res.

Connect external monitor

4-1  How to use WiFi         
4-2  How to use Bluetooth

This product can confi gure network by using wireless LAN (WiFi), Bluetooth, WWAN. (HSDPA, WiBro, WiMAX)
To use wired LAN, you need an additional wired LAN card of USB type.
* However, WWAN is available only in the model which support this function.

Wireless LAN (WiFi)

 Wireless LAN is a device to connect a wired/wireless router for home or wireless internet service.
 With wireless LAN in operation, a green LAN LED fl ashes at the right bottom of the device.
 Sometimes, it is necessary to have a network key for wireless AP’s SSID (a router’s name) and security 
 to take advantage of wireless LANs. For more information, see the manual of the device.

AP Connection 
- Connect to internet or network by having access to AP in the environment of network where AP is installed.   
- AP (Access Point) 
  As a network device which connects wired LAN with wireless LAN, it corresponds to wireless hub of wired network.
  It is possible to connect several wireless LAN-mounted computers. It involves wired/wireless routers for home.
Small Networks
- It connects wireless LAN-mounted computers through wireless network. This is available when small networks is
  confi gured in a computer and the other computers is wireless connected to this computer.
  (For more information on how to connect, see Windows Help > Networking and Web)
Wireless LAN services from Telecommunication Companies
- When you use wireless LANs from telecommunication companies, you can use wireless internet services at hotels,
  schools, subways and public offi ces where wireless APs are installed. You have to subscribe a telecommunication
  company to take advantage of wireless LANs.   

  

Types of WiFi
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4-1 How to use of WiFi

Press the icon of Connect Wireless Network from the task bar to 
check the status of the present wireless network.

Displaying [Connected] shows that it is in normal operation.
If it is not connected, select [See Wireless Network].

Press “Refresh Network List“ to search it in the network range. After searching the network, select one to press [Connect] button.

A window for password opens for a network whose security is set. 
Enter the password into the window.
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You can see the wireless LAN (network) in operation as follows:

- When LAN has been set in the Power Saving Mode for a long time, some items from the network list cannot be caught occasionally.
   At this time, exit the other programs in operation and start [Restore Network].
- When you don’t use the wireless LAN for a long time, you can save the battery by setting  LAN to [Not Use]. 
   However, in [Not Use] mode, please note that you cannot use Bluetooth as well.
- When internet speed gets slow or its connectivity is not stable, use a control program(CoxWin) to set LAN Power Saving Mode to
   [Normal]. In the Power Saving Mode, LAN LEDs fl ash, but in the Normal Mode, LAN LEDs always turn on.

Bluetooth is a function to connect the Bluetooth-supporting devices such as cell phones, printers, stereo headsets, mouses, 
and keyboards at a close range in the wireless network. You can be limited to use it, depending on the profi les that each 
device supports.

How to use Bluetooth

Send Files
It helps to send or receive fi les between two Bluetooth devices. It also helps to exchange fi les through other computers,
cell phones and PDAs.
Network Connection
It connects to network by having access to wireless LANs of other Bluetooth-mounted computers or through AP or internet 
routing servers.
Network Connection through Telephone
It connects to network through Bluetooth cell phones.
Data Synchronization (Sync)
It synchronizes Bluetooth-supporting devices such as cell phones, PDAs and laptop computers and Outlook e-mail address 
data.
Electronic Business Card Exchange
It helps to exchange electronic business card with Bluetooth-supporting devices such as cell phones, 
PDAs and laptop computers.
Sound Output
The sound of a computer can be played with other Bluetooth devices. (headset etc)
Connection of Bluetooth-Supporting Devices
It connects Bluetooth-supporting devices such as keyboards, mouses and joysticks.

Q: Which Windows OS System is compatible in this product?
A: Windows XP Home Edition or Vista.
Q: Are there any programs necessary other than Windows XP?
A: CoxWin, a control program of this product, and device drivers are required.
